Manager focusing on communications, government affairs and special projects assigned by the City Manager.

Cory grew up in the valley and is a proud Clark High School graduate. Cory and Tara, his wife of 32 years, 
started dating in high school and have 4 children and 1 grandson that are 5th and 6th generation Nevadans. 
While attending Brigham Young University, studying Sociology, and playing varsity lacrosse, Cory began 
working for Stephen R. Covey at the Covey Leadership Center. Dr. Covey is the author and creator of the 7
